5. The program will start in September 2010 with doratequal to two academic years.
Roughly half of the admitted students will spenditHirst year at UniTN (located in
Trento) and their second year at SSSA (locatedsa)PThe other half of the students will
spend their first year in Pisa and the second yedrento. Work towards the thesis will
be jointly supervised and evaluated by two professone from each partner institution.
